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Abstract

This research aims to investigate the factors and strategy to persuade the use of
National Single Window (NSW ); a large scale EDI system that integrate the flow of data
and information necessary to permit both import and export goods between different
organizations.

The result shows that the NSW System Quality, Information Quality and Service
Quality play important role to provide the NSW user satisfaction for using the system and User
Satisfaction also play important roles for the Trust in NSW system.

Furthermore, additional qualitative data has confirmed the finding from the initial
analysis. Also users suggested that Digital Signature and NSW system emergency response
by the government should also be implemented for future system use. Increase budget and
support from the upper-management also play important roles in using the system. Also,
best-practice from the organization that has successfully implemented the NSW can also

be used as example to other organization that has not fully implemented the system.
