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Abstract

The purposes of this study are to investigate an entrepreneurial opportunity seeking
of Thai people and study the difference level of an entrepreneurial opportunity, human
capital, and social capital based on gender difference by using the Global Entrepreneurship
Monitor (GEM) data in 2014. The result shows that human capital and social capital
significantly influence an entrepreneurial opportunity seeking of Thai people. Thai people
who possess higher level of human capital and social capital tend to have higher an
entrepreneurial opportunity seeking than those who do not. Moreover, Thai males

significantly have higher level of entrepreneurial opportunity seeking than Thai females.
